Fire Chief Theodore stated the Department responded to two EMR runs and three fire
department alarms. Chief Theodore stated that there is fire officer training is available
but is unclear as to may be able to participate. Kevin Peterson stepped down from his
officer position but will remain on the fire department. Jennifer Tomczyk has applied to
be a firefighter with the Department. A radian heater has in fire hall has failed and
repairs are being completed. The Department will hold the annual holiday
dinner/banquet again in February at the Community Building. Chairman Warwas
motioned to accept Jennifer Tomczyk as a firefighter. The motion was second by
Supervisor Ramfjord and unanimously carried.

Charmin Warwas reported that the winter workforce is doing a nice job and has a nice
sheet of ice and the rink is has been well used.
